Vocabulary with specific Makah cultural context in balance with modern life situations will make for 
applicable language use. This class may include students from multiple sections. (Elective)

Demonstrate understanding of target vocabulary and application of the present tense. 
Categorize the language family and culture group to which Makah belongs. 
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
